National Career Service is a vibrant platform which 

aims to transform and strengthen the public employment services in the 

country. It brings together Job Seekers, Employers, Skill Providers, Career 

Counsellors, Career Centers, Placement Organizations, Households and 

Government Departments on a common platform through the efficient use of 

information technology.

A Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) was signed between the Ministry of Labour & Employment 

and Zepto to enhance employment opportunities and youth employability through the National Career 

Service Portal. The MoU was signed in the presence of Dr. Mansukh Mandaviya, Hon’ble Union 

Minister for Labour & Employment and Youth Affairs & Sports, in New Delhi. 
 

Dr. Mandaviya stated that the NCS platform has emerged as a vital link between employers and job 

seekers, with over 52 lakh registered employers and 7.5 crore vacancies mobilized since its inception. 

He further informed that the integration of Artificial Intelligence (AI) and other advanced digital tools 

will soon make NCS more efficient in connecting job seekers with suitable opportunities. 
 

Under the MoU, Zepto will provide 10,000 job postings during the agreement period, creating 

structured employment avenues for youth, women, and first-time job seekers. The partnership will also 

facilitate the formalization and upskilling of gig workers through linkages with e-Shram registration 

and social security schemes. 
 

The Ministry has previously entered into similar MoUs with leading organizations such as Amazon, 

Swiggy, Rapido, and Quikr Jobs, which have together mobilized nearly five lakh vacancies on the NCS 

portal, thereby strengthening employment opportunities for the country’s youth.

The National Institute for Career Services (NICS), Noida, under the Ministry of Labour & Employment, 

organised a Job Fair on 19th September 2025 in collaboration with Christ University, Ghaziabad, under 

the aegis of the National Career Service.

QUIKR TO ENHANCE EMPLOYABILITY

The Ministry of Labour & Employment (MoLE) signed Memorandums of Understanding (MoUs) with 

Mentor Together and Quikr to strengthen employment opportunities and youth employability through 

the National Career Service Portal. The MoUs were signed in the presence of Dr. Mansukh Mandaviya, 

Union Minister for Labour & Employment and Youth Affairs & Sports, and Sushri Shobha Karandlaje, 

Union Minister of State for Labour & Employment, in New Delhi. 
 

Quoting the World Economic Forum’s ‘Future of Jobs Report 2025’, Dr. Mandaviya stated that India’s 

unemployment rate is 2%, the lowest among G20 nations. He highlighted that employment generation 

has grown alongside India’s rapid economic progress, supported by various government initiatives. 
 

Dr. Mandaviya emphasized that the NCS platform, with nearly 52 lakh registered employers, 5.79 crore 

job seekers, and over 7.22 crore vacancies mobilized, is evolving into a comprehensive platform for all 

employment-related services. 
 

The partnership with Mentor Together aims to provide personalized career mentoring to two lakh youth 

in the first year, including job seekers from NCS and beneficiaries of the Pradhan Mantri Viksit Bharat 

Rozgar Yojana (PM-VBRY). The MoU renewal with Quikr will integrate over 1,200 daily job listings 

across 1,200+ cities, expanding real-time access to employment opportunities across India. 
 

The collaborations mark another step toward building a digital, inclusive, and future-ready employment 

ecosystem, aligned with the Government’s commitment to creating dignified and sustainable 

livelihoods.
