Every business needs money. In case of businesses where huge capital is

required, the promoters of business, invests their Capital or may take loans or may

float issue of shares which can be public or private placement depending on the

Company Type. In case of public issue of shares (also called stock) the shares are

listed on stock exchange. When a company issues shares for the first time, it's

called Initial Public Offering (IPO for short).Any holder of such shares may sell

their shares in the stock market. Face value of a share is decided by the floating

company and it may be sold at a justifiable premium. The price of shares in the

stock market is determined by the performance and growth prospects of the related

company and how investors perceive it. Trade of all shares happen at either of

Bombay Stock Exchange (BSE) and National Stock Exchange (NSE).

All the shares are traded electronically, and every company issues its shares

in dematerialised form(Demat). National Securities Depositories Limited (NSDL)

and Central Depository Services (India) Limited (CDSL) are two agencies

providing depository services in the country, they are the custodians of all the

shares issued. When a trade happens, ownership of shares is transferred from

seller to the buyer. There are broking agencies who facilitate the trade of shares.

They take the order of buying or selling shares from their clients which has to be

executed on BSE or NSE. Trade order may be placed at the website or app of the

broking agency, or by personal visit or over phone.

Stock market require no special qualification for Day Trading and Swing Trading

also known as Intraday traders, these traders are individuals who purchase and

sell equities and shares regularly for financial gains. They strategize and identify

entry and exit points for share values and make the necessary transactions to

maximise profits. Traditional Broking firm offers simply job of attending phone

calls, receive trade orders and enter these to the trading platform.
